Dates: Week 1: July 19-23, 2010. Week 2: July  26-30, 2010.
Check in: Between 1pm-3pm on the first day of camp.
Check out: 11:30 am on the last day of camp
Registration Deadline: June 15th, 2010
Cost: $335 for campers, $260 for counselors 

Transportation: Groups are responsible for their own transportation to and from camp. 

Registration Form: Every participant needs to fill out a registration form. Forms can be downloaded off 
the Summer Festival website and can be customized to fit your groups details. Every Student also must 
fill out a Stout Health Forum to attend camp. The health forum is also downloadable off of the website.  

Leadership: Each group brings their own adult leadership to counsel the students from their group. Each 
groups should bring one leader for each 6-8 teenagers that they bring to Summer Festival.

Deposit: To hold your spots we ask you to put down $25.00 per spot and that will be deducted from total 
cost at camp by April 1st, 2010.
